Mask Policy
• Masking is required in all buildings on campus

• Masks are required to be worn in all buildings on campus, including in hallways, 
elevators, stairwells, classrooms, restrooms, study areas, departmental suites, and other 
common areas.

• Exception when lecturing
• Faculty members are permitted to wear face shields while in the classroom, 

provided that the faculty member is able to maintain at least six (6) feet of distance 
from all students. Such face shields will be provided to faculty members by their 
colleges at no cost.

• Additional Exceptions to indoor masking requirements
• Employees are not required to wear masks in their own, private offices within their 

departmental suites.
• While eating in a dining hall or food court  (e.g., Plaster Student Union, Union Club, 

Meyer Library, and Glass Hall)
• Masks must still be worn while entering or exiting a dining hall  or food court and while 

waiting to obtain food in such locations

Masks vs. Face Shields in the 
Classroom
•When faculty can maintain at least 6’ of physical 
distance from students, they have the option of 
wearing a face shield in lieu of a mask

•A mask must be worn when traveling to/from class

•Faculty may elect to wear both a mask and face 
shield
